FROM BALTIMORE, MD
1.5 hours - 90 miles
Take I-83 North towards York and Harrisburg. Approaching Harrisburg, follow signs to continue on I-83 North.
I-83 North to 322 East. Follow 322 East to Hershey.

FROM NEW YORK CITY AND NORTHERN NEW JERSEY
3 hours - 175 miles
Follow I-78 West in New Jersey to I-81 South. Take exit 77 and follow Route 39 East to Hershey.

FROM CENTRAL NEW JERSEY (TRENTON, NJ)
2.5 hours - 150 miles
I-95 South to the Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76). Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76) West to exit 266. Turn left onto 72 North.
Follow 72 North to 322 West. Take 322 West into Hershey (approximately 12 miles).

FROM PHILADELPHIA, PA AND SOUTHERN NEW JERSEY
2 hours - 100 miles
Schuykill Expressway (I-76) West to the Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76). Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76) West to exit 266.
Turn left onto 72 North. Follor 72 North to 322 West. Follow 322 West into Hershey (approximately 12 miles).

Alternate Route: Route 30 West to Lancaster. Route 283 West to Route 743. Route 743 North to Hershey.Plan Your Trip

4 hours - 200 miles
Follow the Pennsylvania Turnpike (I-76) East to exit 247. Take I-283 North to exit 3 / 322 East. Follow 322 East to Hershey.

FROM WASHINGTON, DC AREA - EASTERN SIDE AND MARYLAND
2 hours - 140 miles
I-95 North to I-695 North to I-83 North towards York and Harrisburg. Approaching Harrisburg,
follow signs to continue on I-83 North. I-83 North to 322 East. Follow 322 East to Hershey.

FROM WASHINGTON, DC AREA - WESTERN SIDE AND VIRGINIA
2 hours - 140 miles
Follow 270 North to Frederick, MD and 15 North. 15 North to 581 East to I-83 North and Harrisburg.
I-83 North to 322 East. Follow 322 East to Hershey.

FROM WILMINGTON, DE
2 hours - 90 miles
Route 41 North to Route 30 West to 283 West. Take the Elizabethtown/Hershey exit, and follow 743 North to 322 West.
Take 322 West into Hershey.
